3. KHORFAKKAN CONTAINER TERMINAL(KCT), KHORFAKKAN PORT, SHARJAH

First operational in 1979, KCT is the only natural deepwater harbour on the Indian
Ocean (East) Coast of the UAE.

KCT is an ideal transhipment hub port with numerous feeder ship connections to
all of Gulf Ports, Iran, Indian Sub Continent and East Africa.

Existing facility consists of 1460 metres of quay, five berths with 16 metres draft
and a terminal area of 350,000 sg.metres.

KCT has storage facility for over 30,000 TEUs, and a 3000 sq.metre dedicated
transit shed and storage area for LCL cargo.

KCT is equipped with sixteen ship to shore Quay Cranes, eighteen Rubber Tyred
Gantry Cranes, four Rail Mounted Gantry Cranes and numerous types of
shoreside handling equipment.

Major Shipping Lines calling at KCT include United Arab Shipping Company
(UASC), CMA-CGM, CSAV Norasia, Hanijin, Seaconsortium, Samudera, Hapag
Lloyd and China Shipping.

Phase 1 of a major expansion has been completed, providing 4 Super Post
Panamax and 2 Post Panamax gantries on 400 metres of berth with 16 metres
draft alongside - and now providing a total of 350,000 square metres storage
space. Phase 2 will provide another 400 metres of berth and four new Super Post
Panamax gantries 1 with completion late in 2009.




4. SHARJAH CONTAINER TERMINAL (SCT), PORT KHALID, SHARJAH.

SCT established in 1976 was the first purpose built and fully equipped Container
Terminal in the Middle East.

The existing facility consists of 586 metre of quay, three berths with 11.5 metres
draft and a terminal area of 150,000 sqg. metres.

SCThasast orage facility for over 8000
transit shed and storage area for LCL cargo.

SCT is equipped with two ship to shore Quay Cranes, three 104 tonne Liebherr
and Gottwald Mobile Harbour Cranes, four Rubber Tyred Gantry Cranes and
ample auxiliary container and cargo handling equipment.

Gulftainer has operated and maintained Mobile Harbour Cranes since 1992. Both
major manufacturers of Mobile Harbour Cranes, Gottwald and Liebherr, are
represented at Gul ftainerdos facilities.
operators of this type of equipment achieving higher productivity levels than many
other ports, worldwide.

Expansion to be completed in 2010, is now underway to increase draft to 12.5
metres, add a further berth and increase storage/stacking area by 30,000 square
metres.

Shipping Company (UASC), Ethiopian Shipping Line, American President Lines
(APL), Mediterranean Shipping Company (MSC) and Maersk Line.
